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Rules for Paper Presentation (Panel Session)

1) Please be punctual. Each panel session should last for 90 or 100 minutes.

2) The moderator can use up to 2 minutes at the beginning of each session to introduce the panel members.

3) Each presenter has 12 minutes to explain the main idea of his or her paper.

4) For presenters, the bell rings once when there are 3 minutes left, and twice when time is up. After that, the

bell rings twice every 1 minute.

5) The discussant can use up to 15 minutes to make comments after all panel members’ presentations.

6) The panel chair may change the order of presentations. The last 25 minutes should be used for open

discussion.

7) In case the panel chair is unable to attend, or being late for more than 10 minutes, the first available person
on the presentation list will assume the duty of chairing the panel and he or she should declare immediately the
opening of the panel.

8) There are 2-3 student helpers assigned to each panel. Please ask them for assistance.

9) Refreshment is served at the foyer of the conference venue during the break.

Rules for Closing Ceremony

1) Each student representative can use up to 7 minutes to make their remarks.

2) Each school leader can use up to 10 minutes to make concluding remarks
